The events depicted in the BLOOD: BUTCHER’S BLOCK
Game picks up immediately where the movie ends, wit  h
ground meat contaminated with vampire Blood is bein g
consumed by innocent people at a backyard BBQ.

Those who consume the meat die, to rise not soon

later as vampires themselves.

The game is set in a gated community —

several blocks of idyllic suburban homes
contained within a perimeter of un-scaleable walls.
As the vampire contagion spreads through the
neighborhood, residents find themselves in a dire
situation.

The player is put in the role of one of the
community’s citizens. Their goal is simple
— survive and escape. The player can use
whatever weapons they can find to defend
themselves — from crude melee weapons
like axes, shovels and chainsaws that can
be found on most properties, to handguns
and shotguns carried by the community’s
private security guards. Most weapons
will only slow a vampire down —

only decapitation stops them permanently.

Ultimately, the player will have to find their
way across through several blocks crawling
with vampiric predators, to the only way out
of the nightmare — a gate in the wall.

BLOOD: BUTCHER’S BLOCK puts the player
in a frantic and bloody battle for survival.
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
